

Step-by-step work to implement for backend developer

Get Firebase server key
From Firebase console → Project settings → Cloud Messaging → Server Key
You will need:
· Server key
· Sender ID

Store each user’s Firebase device token
Your app developer must send the device token to your API / WordPress.
You must store the token in DB (meta table recommended):
update_user_meta($user_id, 'firebase_device_token', $token);

Hook into WP-Guppy message creation
WP-Guppy fires action when a new message is sent.
You need a custom function to capture that event and send a notification:
add_action('wpguppy_after_send_message', 'send_fcm_push_notification', 10, 3);

function send_fcm_push_notification($sender_id, $receiver_id, $message_text) {
    $token = get_user_meta($receiver_id, 'firebase_device_token', true);
    if (!$token) return;

    $data = [
        "to" => $token,
        "notification" => [
            "title" => "New Message",
            "body" => $message_text,
            "sound" => "default"
        ],
        "data" => [
            "sender_id" => $sender_id
        ]
    ];

    $ch = curl_init("https://fcm.googleapis.com/fcm/send");
    curl_setopt($ch, CURLOPT_POST, true);
    curl_setopt($ch, CURLOPT_HTTPHEADER, [
        "Authorization: key=YOUR_FIREBASE_SERVER_KEY",
        "Content-Type: application/json"
    ]);
    curl_setopt($ch, CURLOPT_POSTFIELDS, json_encode($data));
    curl_setopt($ch, CURLOPT_RETURNTRANSFER, true);
    curl_exec($ch);
    curl_close($ch);
}
Replace YOUR_FIREBASE_SERVER_KEY with your actual key.
